At 19, Amy contracted Meningococcal 
Meningitis, a vaccine-preventable bacterial 
infection, and was given a less than two 
percent chance of survival. As a result of 
the infection, doctors had to amputate her 
legs below the knee. Amy also needed and 
successfully received a kidney transplant 
(from her father). Just three months after the 
transplant, she entered the USASA National 
Snowboarding Championship where she 
won medals in three events. Amy is the only 
double-leg amputee competing at the world-
class level, and in 2013 she was named as 
one of the top 15 most remarkable para-
athletes in the world by the International 
Olympic Committee.

She co-founded Adaptive Action Sports 
in 2015 to help those with permanent 
disabilities get involved in action sports. AAS 
has partners with EPSN and runs adaptive 
action sports competitions at the summer 
and winter ESPN X Games. In addition, 
Amy is now a powerful and inspirational 
motivational speaker who has been seen by 
millions.

Today, Amy is one of the top-ranked 
adaptive snowboarders in the world and is 
currently training for the PyeongChang 2018 
Paralympic Winter Games.
